INTRODUCTION

To Turn the Pager ON
* Press and release the button.

Dashes (----------- ) indicate the pager is
on and ready to receive messages.

To Turn the Pager OFF
« Press and hold the button until 3FF is dis-
played, then release the button.

NOTE: Messages that have been read are auto-
matically erased when the pager is turned off.

Changing the Pager Alert
Press and hold the button until your choice of
SILENTT or Aud Lk is displayed.

When in Audible mode, you hear a beep tone
when a message is received. The speaker sym-
bol (¢) is displayed.

When in the Silent mode, the pager vibrates
when a message is received. Use the silent
mode in situations where an audible sound
might disturb others.

Receiving and Reading Messages
When a page is received, the pager alerts for 8
seconds.

» Press and release the button to stop the alert.

» Press and release the button again to dis-
play the message.

Messages that contain more than 12 charac-
ters continue on a second screen. This is indi-
cated by a continuation arrow (») in the lower
right corner of the display.

The second screen displays automatically
after 8 seconds or by pressing the button.

If the message is left unread, the pager emits a
reminder alert every 2 minutes.

The number of unread messages are indicated
on the display (e.g. { PRSE).

Up to ten 20 character messages can be
stored in the pager. To read other messages,
continue pressing the button to scroll through
the messages.

Deleting Messages
Read messages are automatically deleted
when the pager is turned off.
